The Centre commenced operation since 2002 and will
soon celebrate its 8th anniversary. Vocation rehabilitation
service is provided for people with disabilities under a
simulated work environment with the ultimate goal of

enabling them to proceed to open employment.

To strengthen its competitiveness and to provide more
training opportunities for service users, the Centre
concentrates on the development of service industry during

recent years. In February 2009, the Direct Sale Services

" Team was established while in September 2009, the

application for Food Factory License was approved by
the Food and Environmental Hygiene Department which
enables the Centre to operate catering service. The business
volume of the Direct Sale Team has grown steadily
throughout the past year. The catering service has also
started to provide lunch boxes and soup to local residents,
organizations and schools. These new developments create
new training and work opportunities for service users

and facilitate their integration into the community.
