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Enabling disabled people to use modern digital
media is one of our main objective. Not only do we
design and install computer-aided programs, provide
online trainings for learners, last year we re-organized
and re-caterorized the rehabilitation software collected
from overseas to form a data hub. The hub was then
uploaded on our "Rehabilitation Software Cyclopedia"
(ReSoPedia) website so that users can access the
information for use in the planning of training programs.

ReSoPedia is first launched in April 2009. Adopting
"Rehabilitation Software Library" as our blueprint, the
rehabilitation and training software collected can be
access by users freely. All software posted on ReSoPedia
are scrutinized by our therapists. Moreover, various
functions are provided to make the website more user-
friendly.

As the majority of the software are collected from
overseas, their descriptions are largely written in English.
To provide convenience for local users, the software
are first examined by our therapists and then translated
into Chinese. Comments on the assistive and therapeutic
value of individual software are provided by our
therapists. The technical jargons are rewritten into easily
comprehended languages. This re-arrangement can
facilitate users to utilize the software more effectively.
Up till now, our Association have already reviewed
and edited over 300 software which are all uploaded
on our ReSoPedia website.
